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SQL Beginner

Course Overview — 1-day course

A crucial skill for anyone working with data is the ability to access and analyse that data. Structured
Query Language (SQL) enables users to access data from databases, combine data from multiple,
related tables and to aggregate, sort, filter or limit the data retrieved as needed.

In this course, participants will also be introduced to working with an Azure SQL database, Azure
Data Studio and other Azure services. Note that this course focuses primarily on commands used to

access and manipulate data.

e Learn the basics of relational databases
e Create an Azure SQL Database and upload data to an Azure Data Lake Storage Gen2
e Use Azure Data Factory to transfer data from storage to the database

e Use SQL to retrieve data from the database
¢ Run queries from the Azure portal and from Azure Data Studio
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
